CALL FOR PAPERS

REQUIREMENTS TO THE MATERIALS 
The conference materials must be submitted for revision in a hard copy (up to 7 pages with single spacing) in one exemplar (files must be submitted to the e-mail: conf@ncpi.gov.by with a certified letter on delivery).

The languages of the published materials are the following – Russian, Belarusian, English (materials are to be published with translation into Russian).

Requirements:

All margins – 20 mm. 
Font – Times New Roman 14 pt, single line spacing. 

The header must be written in the middle of the first page upwards (in Russian and English languages), in bold upper capital letters. The next line is left in blank. The initials and surnames of the authors with indication of the organization, position, academic rank and degree must be written in the middle of the page with the clamp to the left margin (also in Russian and English languages). Each author must be written from the new line.
The next line is left in blank. The next line goes for abstract (up to 10 lines) – in Russian and English (font 12, italic).

The next line is left in blank and then goes the body text.

Figures must be inserted into the text in JPG format after the first reference in the text. Each figure should have a name which is placed below the figure. If the text has more than one figure, they must be numbered in Arabic numerals (for example, “Fig. 2”). Number must be placed before the name.
Use of automated endnotes and footnotes is not allowed.
References must be numbered in accordance with the order of citation in the text. Serial numbers of references must be written within square brackets (for example, [1], [2]).

Submitting the materials, the author guaranties the accuracy of all his data, avoidance of plagiarism and other forms of illegal borrowing in the manuscript of the work, proper execution of all the citations, tables, schemes, and illustrations.
References on the author with mentioning his surname, name, patronymic, position and working place (place of study), academic rank and (or) degree, and also contact information, which author would like to provide,  must be placed in the end of the article. These data will be published in the collection.
Besides the mentioned data, in the reference author must also provide the information on postal index, address, telephone number, and e-mail. These data will not be published in the collection of the conference but are necessary to communicate with the author.

The file with the article must be submitted in the formats RTF, MS Word without hyphenation.

The author must sign a relevant agreement which is the condition of the placement of the author material in the collection of the conference. In such an agreement the author conveys the exclusive right to use these materials in the following ways: to reproduce the article (the right to reproduction), to distribute copies of the article in any way (the right to distribution); to translate the article (the right to translation). The organizer of the conference reserves the right to place materials of the collection in the information and legal and other resources, generated by NCLI (National Center of Legal Information).
